Hello OCC  

     As we start the new fiscal/golf year on this November 1, I wish you all a safe holiday and 
winter season as well as safe travels to all those who travel south for the winter.  To those 
lucky enough to remain in the Oswego area, may the golf weather continue into 2024 be-
fore we take a break. 

     I would be remiss if I did not thank those members of the Board whose terms are end-
ing ï specifically Liz Dorsey, Bill Crist and Mark Brunschweiger ï their commitment to the 
Club cannot be overstated.  I thank each of you for your time, effort and willingness to dive 
into whatever was asked of you.  Liz will be stepping off the Board but still playing golf and, 
I suspect, volunteering her time to support our ongoing improvement efforts.  Mark will be 
asking for the membershipôs support to continue on in his Board seat (as well as his facilities 
maintenance activities which are too numerous to mention!).  Bill will be running for the va-
cant 2nd VP position that is being vacated by Ken Cherchio.  Ken Cherchioôs support as 2nd 
VP and Greens Committee Chair has been invaluable ï his counsel and no-nonsense ap-
proach on Executive Committee affairs has always been appreciated by me and for that I 
thank him sincerely.  When you see these diehard OCC members please thank them for 
their time, effort and willingness to be involved in making the Club a better place for us all. 

     Thank you to Shawn and Luke Boshart from Oswego County Monuments, they donated a 
granite yardage marker for the 14 fairway that provides the distance from the 200 yard blue 
disk to the end of the fairway (i.e. to the start of the rough).  This was requested by a 
member to help people gauge how far they need to hit their second shot to the corner with-
out going in to the rough.  A picture is included below. 
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     If you have been up around the Club you have probably seen the 20 ñloanerò carts.  The con-
tract for our current cart lease expires on October 31 and our new cart contract doesnôt start until 
spring.  We anticipate the current cart vendor will pickup our current carts on or about November 1 
and the current carts will be removed from service at the end of day on October 31 (possibly soon-
er) and will be parked along the walkway to #10 Tee until picked up by the vendor.  To ensure our 
ability to have carts available in November (and beyond if Mother Nature allows), our new cart con-
tract vendor is supplying us with 20 carts to use once our current carts are returned. Once we tran-
sition to the loner carts, we ask everyoneôs assistance in making sure cart keys are returned after 
each and every use ï we wonôt have spare keys for these loner carts so if the key leaves, we will 
have one less available cart for our members to use.  The cart sign-out process will transition on 
November 1 (Pro-Shop will be closed for the season) to the logbook on the auxiliary bar in the din-
ing room near the door.   The same is true for logging in guests (this will be the new golf season 
remember), a logbook for guests will be on the auxiliary bar near the door in the dining room along 
with the cart keys.  Like other years this may take a few days for everyone to get use to the new 
process and if there are any changes to these plans we will communicate the changes to the mem-
bership. 

Based on the limited number of carts, please share carts in your groups and avoid individual use ï it 
would be unfortunate if someone needs a cart to be able to play and none are available.   

Whatôs next? 

Ŀ The OCC Annual Meeting is scheduled for Sunday, November 19 at 1500 (3pm).  Please at-
tend this important meeting so we can (1) elect new Board members (a quorum of at least 
50 members is required) and (2) discuss Long Range Planning activities. 

Ŀ We will be discussing the activities of the Long-Range Planning Committee including thoughts 
for development of a Capital Budget for Course/Club improvements separate and distinct 
from our current Operating Budget.  This is an important topic for the Club and its members 
going forward to enable us to continue to enhance the Course for continued Club improve-
ment.  We want to share our thoughts with the membership and get their input on the idea, 
as well as the logic behind a separate Capital Improvement Budget. 

     Monthly Dues Payers reminder ï please remember your dues expense is automatically with-
drawn each month from your designated account ï BUT you still will receive a bill for any charges 
owed (e.g. food/drink beyond minimum, greens fees, carts, Proshop charges, tips, etc.) and these 
need to be paid each month.   

     Reminder to all members ï If your monthly bill goes unpaid for 45 days or more then charging 
privileges are turned off until the bill is brought current ï this includes food, beverage, carts, mer-
chandise, etc.  If your monthly bill goes unpaid for 3 months then you are suspended from the club 
until your account is paid in full.  If you are suspended from the Club you may not use the Club 
even as a guest. 

     I look forward to seeing everyone on the course and around the Club.  Dress warm and dry ï 
there is still a lot of golf left to be played.  Hit them long and straight.

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The Courseé  

 I am currently sitting in my office wishing that the rain forecast would increase for the next 
couple days to help insecticides penetrate the soil.  Thatôs a far stretch from how we started the 
month, with five inches of precipitation over the course of a weekend.  I know that that was the 
worst rain event that I have seen since I have started here and our course bounced back surprising-
ly well considering the amount and time of that storm.  While it may have held back golf for a cou-
ple of days, it didnôt really do much to affect our scheduled maintenance for two days after. We opt-
ed to aerate all 18 of our greens a second time this fall with half inch solid tines because, well, why 
not? Healthier greens with minimal input and minimal affect on playability are right up our alley.   

 We spent a week or so working on our two new tee boxes on the seventh and tenth holes 
and should be beginning the irrigation project on the fifth fairway by the time this newsletter comes 
out. Our irrigation system has been shut down and winterization measures have begun in the pump 
house. Replacement of one of our pumps should be able to commence once everything is blown out 
and we will be able to start next season at full capacity.  

 Reflecting back on this season there are a few things that I am planning to address in the 
coming year.  Fairway health, especially on the back side, and a tighter insecticide program are at 
the top of that list. I have been busy planning our early order pesticide and nutritional programs 
when the rain is keeping us off the course. I have added some more applications for grubs and dis-
ease, as well as higher fertilizer rates to keep things healthier, and go along with our cultural prac-
tices like verticutting and aeration. We have reduced our crew by about half, and cut our mowing 
schedules back in relation to the slowed turf growth. This gives us more time for our favorite fall ac-
tivity. Blowing leaves! Then more blowing leaves and mulching leaves! About half of our work force 
in October consists of leaf removal, if not more.  It really is beautiful out here in the fall, while the 
conditions may not be the driest or firmest itôs definitely the prettiest time of the year to be on the 
golf course.  Please try to take advantage of the nice days that we have coming up. We hope to still 
see a lot of golfers out here. Heck, we will even help you look for your golf balls, when they inevita-
bly get lostéunder fallen leaves.
